I. Definition of Information Technology (IT)
1. Information Technology (IT) is the use of computers, software, hardware, and networks to create, store, process, and exchange electronic data. It involves the systems and infrastructure that manage and secure information, including everything from a company's servers and networks to the software applications used to perform tasks.
2. IT professionals are responsible for designing, building, and maintaining these systems to meet business and individual needs, and the field has expanded to include many areas like cloud computing, data management, and cybersecurity.
II. Core Components of IT
1. Hardware: The physical devices, such as computers, servers, and storage, that are used to build systems.
2. Software: The programs and applications that are used to perform tasks and manipulate data.
3. Networks: The telecommunications and infrastructure that enable the exchange of data.
4. Data management: Data : Raw materials of information systems—numbers, words, images processed into useful information Data management:The processes for collecting, storing, maintaining, and securing data
5. People: The individuals who design, build, manage, and use IT systems.
6. Procedures: Rules and policies ensuring technology is used safely, efficiently, and securely.
III. Key Functions of IT
1. Processing and storing data: Using computer systems to process and store information effectively.
2. Transmitting information: Using networks and telecommunications to send and receive data.
3. Securing information: Protecting data and systems from unauthorized access and cyber threats.
4. Troubleshooting and support: Helping employees and organizations resolve technology-related problems.
5. System integration: Combining different systems and technologies so they work together cohesively
